Wash your car on the grass

If you wash your car in the street or on
your driveway, detergents, mud, oil and
grease can wash directly into the
stormwater system. Many detergents
contain phosphates which over-fertilise
waterways and can lead to a build up of
toxic algae which is harmful to fish and

humans too.

What you can do

[ Try to wash your vehicle on a grassy area or over gravel.

If you don’t have a suitable area, visit a friend or relative who does.

Use as little detergent as you can and pour any leftover soapy water onto the lawn.
